My name is Lance Perryman and I am the owner and CEO of The Dab by Next Harvest,
one of the if not the busiest dispensaries in the State of Colorado.

I am writing to you today to request that you reject HB18-1133 as this bill does not solve
any significant problem in the Marijuana Industry regarding waste. My harvest crew
consisting of 8 employees spends 5 to 5.5 hours per week dealing with all our Marijuana
waste. That equates to 40 hours or more per week in which my crew cannot harvest or

* - trim. In short, a significant amount of my employee time is squandered in any given week

due to our waste products.

1t is true that the current mles and regulations need an update so that we can truly recycle
our waste. That waste consists not only of stalks and stems, but also fan leaf and other
leaf waste as well as soil waste. This bill addressing only fibrous waste will not
significantly change how waste is handled in the State of Colorado and may even cause
more harm than good. The mixing of Marijuana and Hemp products could result in
Constitutional problems with Amendment 20 and Amendment 64.

Although well intentioned, this bill is incomplete as it pertains to Marijuana waste, has

been poorly executed does not address our current problems. Because of this, 1
respectfully request you vote no on this bill.
