In Colorado, foster parents have many rights, recognizing “ PARENTS COUNSEL “

their important role in children’s lives. Without intervening,
foster parents have the right to the following:

» Notice of and right to be heard at court .
hearings and administrative reviews

» Treatment with dignity, respect and .
consideration as a team member

» Notice of changes to the case plan, including
plans to move the child

* Request information about the child and .
family

e Protect against release of identifiable .
information

Assurances for their family’s health and
safety

Notice when a former foster child reenters
care

Grievance and administrative appeal process
for licensure issues

Promoting the continuance of family patterns
and routines

Taking leave from duties as a foster parent.
